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What is an Article? RECHA

“Article”

An object which during production is given a special
shape, surface or design which determines its
function to a greater degree than its chemical
composition (REACH Article 3(3))

An article is composed of one or more
substances or preparations.

Specific substances may be added to give the
article special properties

Examples  furniture, clothes, vehicles, toys

Release of substances from articles is intended
when:

It is deliberately planned, and has a specific func  tion
for the article, which is not the main function of the
object but an additional quality

It contributes to a quality or minor function of th e

article

|.e. the release contributes to an added value oft he
article, which is not directly connected to the end use
function

Example  perfumed eraser

e Function is to erase
 Added value quality of having a pleasant smell

SVHC In articles shall be notified If:
The substance is included in the candidate list and

The substance is present in the articles at a total of >
1 tonne per producer/importer per year

The substance is present in those articles at a
concentration > 0.1% (w/w)

If the producer/importer cannot exclude exposure of
humans or environment during normal and
reasonably foreseeable conditions of use including
disposal

Information to be provided in a notification Is
limited and specified in Article 7(4)
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Substances of Very High
concern 4 ECHA

Substances of Very High Concern are:
PBT substances
vPVB substances
CMR category 1, 2 substances
Substances of equivalent concern (Article 57f)

In [IUCLID 5 this will be implemented as a use
descriptor system with pick-lists

For use in articles as an ‘article pick-list’

Main difficulty registered uses are not published
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REACH Article 7(6) use exemption gz =+ A
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Approaches to determining whether a use has
been registered:

Supply chain communication (registered in own
supply chain)
Request to the ECHA (registered by anyone)
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Communication: Article 33 RECHA

Only If article contains SVHC on the candidate
list

Exemption
There Is no exemption from this obligation merely v 1a
registration under Article 7(6) for the same use

Similarly
There Is no exemption from this obligation via Arti cle

7(3) concerning the absence of exposure under
reasonably foreseeable conditions of use

No tonnage limit also applies < 1 tonne/year

Only relevant for EU article producers

Misunderstanding by many article producers is that
. substances in articles can be subject to
' authorisation.
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Articles and Restrictions RECHA
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Substances In articles may be subject to
restrictions

Also the process of incorporating a substance
Into an article may be subject to a restriction
Only relevant for EU article producers
